Member Clubs
All Badminton Clubs in Blackpool and District shall be eligible to apply for membership of the Association and the Council shall have power to refuse any application.

All member clubs shall be subject to this Constitution and to the Standing Orders and League and Trophy Competition Rules that are subordinate to it. By joining the Association they shall be deemed to have accepted the regulations and code of conduct implicit in them.

Full Members 

All individual members (of clubs within the Association) who have paid the current registration fees shall be known as Full Members of the Association. They shall be eligible to take part in Association activities and competitions subject to the Constitution, Standing Orders and League and Trophy Competition Rules, and shall also be entitled to contact the Council on any matter relating to the Association.

Clubs applying for membership of the Association BDBA for each season shall:

· do so on the application form as directed by the Secretary,

· send the completed form, with the appropriate registration fee, to the Secretary to arrive by the date stated on the application form.

Registration of Full Members

Each season, Member Clubs shall ensure that starring cards are completed for their players prior to the start of the league season, or, if in season when new players join the club, before each new player plays for a team, for agreement by the Match Secretary.

Member Clubs shall also register their member players and pay the appropriate registration fees as follows:

· Badminton England: using the current Badminton England on-line registration system and payment arrangements, by the date required by Badminton England;

· BDBA and Lancashire Associations: using the forms the payment arrangements provided by the Secretary, within 14 days of the start of the League Season or, for new players in-season, within 14 days of a new player becoming a member of the Club.

5. Fees

All fees for each season, as agreed at the AGM, will be published in the AGM minutes and on the BDBS internet site.
6. Eligibility of Players

A player is eligible to play for a Member Club in League and Trophy Competitions provided that they:

(a) are Full Members of the Association;

(b) have an agreed starring level;

(c) have not represented another club playing in the BDBA Association’s League and Trophy competitions in the same season, unless in exceptional circumstances with the prior permission of the Match Secretary.

Note:

Note that games won by unregistered players, or players whose starring level has not been agreed with the Match Secretary in advance of playing in a match, will be deducted and awarded to the opposing team.

7. Starring of Players

Completed starring cards for each team except the weakest must be submitted to and agreed by the Match Secretary prior to a club’s first match. Failure to reach agreement on starring of players may result in the opposition being awarded the match(es) to love.

All players must be given a playing level, including floating or casual players whose playing level is above that of the club’s weakest team. The starring card for a team may therefore show “additional starred players”.

No “starred’ players may play for a lower team.

If a starred player ceases to be available for selection, they must immediately be replaced, either by one of the additional starred players or by starring a player from a lower team. The Match Secretary must be informed of changes to player starring.
During the season, an unregistered player should have his/her playing level communicated to the Match Secretary before playing in a match, and the registration form must then be submitted according to these Standing Orders.
The Match Secretary may rule on the playing level of any player.

	Amend the construct of League and Trophy teams from 3 men/3 ladies to 4 men/2 ladies, with resulting amendment to match format.  An example match sheet is illustrated on the accompanying sheet, showing the following order of games:

1. Mixed doubles;

2. Mixed doubles;

3. Gents doubles;

4. Mixed doubles;

5. Mixed doubles;

6. Gents doubles;

7. Ladies doubles

8. Gents doubles;

9. Gents doubles.

The example match sheet caters for rubbers to be played and that should be considered. Otherwise matches would be of 18 games and currently 24 games are played during a match.



	
	
	3. Teams.
Each team shall consist of 3 ladies and 3 men playing 12 events (i.e. 3 ladies’ doubles, 3 men’s doubles and 6 mixed doubles). Each player plays 2 level and 2 mixed events
Each event shall consist of two games using the Rally Point Scoring system (including extended play)
Games shall be played to 21 points, except where if the score reaches 20 all, the side which gains a 2 point lead first, wins that game, if the score reaches 29 all, the side scoring the 30th point, wins that game.
To form the level doubles, the men and ladies are paired with each of the other men and ladies in the team: 1st men’s pairing of 1st man and 2nd man, 2nd men’s pairing of 1st man and 3rd man, 3rd men’s pairing of 2nd man and 3rd man; each pairing playing their opposite number; likewise with the ladies. 
The ladies’ and men’s pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.
The mixed pairings need not correlate to the levels pairings. 
The men and ladies form 3 mixed pairings of their choice. 
The mixed pairings so formed must be paired in order of strength.
The following is a suggested order of play: 
Ladies’ 1st v 1st, Men’s 1st v 1st,
Ladies’ 2nd v 2nd, Men’s 2nd v 2nd, 
Ladies’ 3rd v 3rd, Men’s 3rd v 3rd; 
Mixed 1st v 1st, Mixed 2nd v 2nd, Mixed 3rd v 3rd, 
Mixed home 1st v away 3rd, Mixed home 2nd v away 1st, Mixed home 3rd v away 2nd.
Each captain shall present, in writing, the composition of his/her team, for all events, to the opposing captain before the time fixed for the start of play.

6. Match Sheets

The League match sheet template for each season can be found on the BDBA website.  For each match, the match sheet must record:

· League division,

· Club/team,

· Players’ full first name and surname,

· Each game score (and rubber result if rubbers layed),

· Points gained from each event,

· Match score,

· Signature of both home and away team captains.

7. Results

League Match results should be submitted by the Home Team so that they are received by the BDBA Match Secretary within 72 hours of the match being played. Failure to comply with this rule may lead to forfeiture of the match to love in favour of the visiting team.

	Only League matches (and not Trophy matches) shall count in relation to tying of players to a higher team.  NB Players already tied to a higher team prior to commencement of Trophy competitions would remain tied.

	
	
	5. If more than one team is entered, a player may play for a team in the Trophy competitions only if they are eligible to play for that team in the league. Appearances for a team in the Trophy competitions shall count for tying purposes. All players shall play for the same club in the Trophy competitions as they play for in the League. An affiliated player must have played at least two league matches for the club before they are eligible for a cup competition match. This does not apply to a one team club or to a club’s bottom team.
	5. All players shall be Full BDBA members and shall play for the same Member Club in the Trophy competitions as they play for in the League. If more than one team is entered, a A player may play for a team in the Trophy competitions only if they are eligible to play for that team in the league. An affiliated player must have played at least two League matches for the club before they are eligible for a Trophy competition match. This does not apply to a one team club or to a club’s bottom team. Appearances for a team in the Trophy competitions shall not count for tying purposes.

	5. Matches and Postponement of Matches.

All matches shall be played on a Home and Away basis according to the Fixture List. Only non-availability of hall or an unavoidable clash with a Town Team fixture will be accepted as a reason for postponing a match. Any club desiring postponement of a match for these reasons must make application to the Match Secretary at least three days prior to the date of the match. If the postponement is agreed, then two alternative dates must be offered to both the Match Secretary and the opposing club within a fortnight with the match to be played within four playing weeks of the original date; except as agreed otherwise by the Match Secretary. When the new date has been agreed by the two clubs concerned, the Match Secretary must be informed by the home club. Failing mutual agreement between the two clubs concerned, the Match Secretary shall fix a date. In the event of a team failing to attend on the date fixed by the Match Secretary, that team shall forfeit the match to love.


	5. Matches and Postponement of Matches.

All matches shall be played on a Home and Away basis according to the Fixture List.

Only non-availability of hall or an unavoidable clash with a Town Team fixture will be accepted as a reason for postponing a match.

Any club desiring postponement of a match for these reasons must make application to the Match Secretary giving reasons in full, and notify the opposing club that a postponement is being sought, at least three days prior to the date of the match. If the postponement is agreed, then two alternative dates must be offered to both the Match Secretary and the opposing club within a fortnight, with the match to be played within four playing weeks of the original date or in the first available week set aside by the League for the playing of postponed matches, whichever provides the earlier opportunity, except as agreed otherwise by the Match Secretary. When the new date has been agreed by the two clubs concerned, the Match Secretary must be informed by the home club. Failing mutual agreement between the two clubs concerned, the Match Secretary shall fix a date. In the event of a team failing to attend on the date fixed by the Match Secretary, that team shall forfeit the match to love.

	League Competition Rule 7
	To include in League and Trophy Competition Rules a penalty for lateness by either team, to be applied when a match has not been completed on one night within the normal allocated time (based on 2.5 hours, where two courts are allocated for the match) and the reasons for the match being incomplete are one of the following:

· either team is late and the initial games cannot start on time (one/two games where one/two courts are allocated for the match);

· player or players from either side turn up late and there is a significant delay to the normal flow of the match; or otherwise
