Guidelines / Code of Conduct for Team Captains 2015-2016 Season

1. Team captains are responsible for the overall conduct of their team

2. Teams should be ready to play at the starting time stated on the website. Captains are reminded of League Competition Rule 3 and should exchange completed match sheets at the stated starting time.

3. If, due to particular circumstances, a player will not be available at the stated starting time the opposition should be informed prior to the match; together with any other anomalies in the team selection.

4. Courts and equipment should be in a suitable condition for match play at the stated starting time.

5. Home team captains should ensure that sufficient good quality shuttlecocks are available.

6. Captains should make sure their team members play in accordance with the Laws of Badminton (especially with regard to service action and foot contact with the floor) and in a sporting manner.

7. Any on-court disputes should be resolved amicably by team captains at the earliest opportunity.

8. Grievances cannot be rectified at the instigation of Council. If a team has a grievance relating to a match the captain should make a complaint to Council with an outline of the grievance. Council is then obliged to investigate the complaint and will seek a response from the other party.

9. Please help the Press & Publicity Secretary by writing a brief match report on the reverse of the match slips (or in the e-mail attaching the match slip if being sent electronically). Any particular comments about issues with scoring or regarding the match structure would also be appreciated.
10. Ensure that the fully completed match sheet signed by both captains is forwarded to the Match Secretary in a timely manner.
